Invitation to tender for “Enhancing understanding on safe motorcycle and three-wheeler use for rural transport and the implications for appropriate training and regulatory frameworks”
The Research for Community Access Partnership (ReCAP) is a six-year programme of applied research and knowledge dissemination funded by a grant from the UK Government through the Department for International Development (DFID). The overall aim is to promote safe and sustainable rural access in Africa and Asia through research and knowledge sharing between participating countries and the wider community. 

Use of motorcycles has increased greatly in recent years, in both urban and rural areas, and they are often the most common vehicle on rural roads. As motorcycles often travel off the road, along paths and tracks, they are increasing access rural transport and therefore, enhancing community access to the broader road network, markets and services. 
The rapid market-driven spread of motorcycles as transport has been associated with the availability of relatively cheap motorcycles made in Asia. In most countries, there has been little or no public sector promotion or involvement, other than that related to compliance with fiscal requirements and some road safety regulations. Regulatory and enforcement frameworks relating to motorcycles have seldom kept pace with the rapid, unplanned expansion in motorcycle use, and their increased use as taxis. In many countries, regulations relating to vehicle registration and insurance, driver licensing, helmet use and loading levels are widely ignored. Few countries have adopted positive approaches to ensuring driver training and improving safe motorcycle use. Most motorcycle drivers in AfCAP countries have never had formal training defensive driving, safety or ‘the highway code’. In many countries, there is great concern about the safety implications of the rapid expansion of motorcycle use.
ReCAP, managed by Cardno Emerging Markets (UK) Ltd, is seeking proposals from suitably qualified organisations to implement a project entitled: Enhancing understanding on safe motorcycle and three-wheeler use for rural transport and the implications for appropriate training and regulatory frameworks. The overall aim of the project is to improve knowledge and understanding of effective ways of enabling rural people to benefit from the safe use of motorcycles and three-wheelers. The project will focus on rural motorcycle taxis, driver training, appropriate regulatory frameworks and realistic enforcement methods.
