II. CHRI Statement of Business

IV. Bidding Process
Bidders are advised to study the RFQ Documents carefully. Submission of the Bid shall be deemed to have been submitted after careful study and examination of all instructions, eligibility criteria, terms and conditions and required technical specifications included in the RFQ Documents with full understanding of its implications. Bids not complying with all the given clauses in this RFQ Documents or failure to furnish all information required by the RFQ Documents or submission of a bid not substantially responsive to the RFQ Documents in every respect will be at bidder’s risk and may result in the rejection of Bid.
V. Bid Submission

VII. Delivery Schedule
The Equipment should be supplied and installed at designated Site/Facility within 45 days of issue of Purchase Order (P.O.)
Liquidated Damages (LD) for delay: In case handing over of plan is delayed beyond the delivery schedule as above, the LD @0.5% per day shall be levied, subject to standard force majeure conditions.
VIII. Payment Schedule
The payment shall be released within 30 days of submission of claim as per following schedule:
a) 75% upon delivery of equipment at designated Site/Facility and submission of proof of delivery.
b) 20% upon installation and user’s training and submission of Final Acceptance Certificate issued by the Hospital. 

c) 5% after 45 days of successful functioning of equipment and certificate to this effect issued by the Hospital.
IX. Bid Requirements – Technical
